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A lot of what you hear on the parish grapevine is
either untrue or is, at best, greatly exaggerated.
Most people really want their priests to succeed
in their ministry. But a few negative people can
do a lot of damage — not just to the priests but to
the entire parish-community and Church (Jesus’
Body). Sometimes, negativity stems from misun-
derstandings. Often, people will make assump-
tions about something they hear a priest say, or
see him doing, that have no basis in reality. Keep
in mind that Father might not be able to fully ex-
plain something he may have done because he
is bound by confidentiality. Or he might appear to
be distracted or distant, when he is actually wor-
ried about something or exhausted after working
So hard. For this reason, don’t worry about calling
or visiting your priests and asking them ques-
tions. Thus, until you have all the facts, it’s best
to give the benefit of the doubt. (To be continued).
